comprehension  and using language for a

communicative listening
purpose;
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Do not memorize new words that you have
found from the dictionary without knowing
each word’s specific usage and meaning;
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Don’t be scared of exams, as they help you
understand where your problems lie;
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Find and write to a pen friend or e-mail friend
overseas, in English
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Frequently refer to a dictionary or thesaurus to
look up those hard-to-remember words;
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Go on-line to join chat rooms in other
countries that discuss topics you are interested
in;
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Go out to pubs and discos where foreigners in
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your city hang out at, and try to strike up an

acquaintance
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Go to a KTV with friends and choose English
songs to sing together;
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Hire your own private tutor for a short
intensive course of your own;
